Performing Notes:
This piece for solo flute explores how the Golden Number (Phi = 1.618) can be integrated into music.  The ratio of phi and the related Fibonacci sequence are used in the construction of intervals, form and register.  All important effects which emphasise the structure relate to the golden ratio as do the less obvious inner structures.

The piece is to be played as rhythmically strict as possible.  In places where the beat isn’t clear, note values relating to the beat are placed above the stave.

A number of effects are employed during this piece:
Timbral trills: (marked t.tr) produce a trill between the written pitch and an equivalent with a different timbre.

All multiphonics are given finger charts.  Note heads with ‘x’ denote desirable but non-essential multiphonics.

Harmonics are marked by diamond note heads and harmonic signs.  Follow the written finger charts and over blow accordingly to achieve the harmonics.  At the climax of the piece (when C7 is introduced) various different harmonics are achieved by using different fingerings.

Artificial polyphony is shown by the introduction of two voices on the stave.  In the most part, the effect is achieved by the rapid interjection of the higher part.  The piece should be played in a room with a suitably wet acoustic to create the effect of polyphony.  At times, finger charts are placed over notes when an easy fingering produces the effect. 
Whistle tones (marked w.t.) are produced by a relaxed embouchure and minimal air pressure.
